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“Leaving out of mind other species of drugs still credited with
alterative properties, and which influence the various or the primery
centres of the sympathetic system of nerves, we have yct to learn in
what relation to the various dynamical forces of the human body these
artificial classes of remedies stand. "’
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“ If the physicians of the present day
would drop from the Pharmacopen all the
modern Drugs and Chemicals, and treat their
patients according to the method of Charaka,
there would be less work for the undertakers,
and fewer chronic invalids in the world.”’
